A sea of lilies will be on display in the Camilla and Peter Dalglish Atrium at the 
Royal Botanical Gardens.  Lily stems from across every division of the genus are 
expected from exhibitors from both near and far – you are sure to see something 
new, unusual or rarely shown.  If you love floral design, the design section of 
this show rivals the best.  The venue for the show is absolutely spectacular – an 
atrium that allows the stems to be seen in natural light, “living walls” to add to the 
horticultural excitement, and an outdoor patio off the atrium which beckons you to 
sit, relax and enjoy the water feature.
